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enforcement personnel toured the county-
owned mobile command center. In
addition to the strong local partnerships
and professional culture of our security
team, a new training facility is being built
this year to make sure our officers have a
safe and effective training facility.

While Oconee has an outstanding
team, Duke Energy, like the rest of
the nuclear industry, recognizes the
challenges of an aging workforce and the
nuclear renaissance expected in the U.S.
Planning is underway to train and license
operators, to become the next generation
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workforce. There are currently 17
candidates in operator license class and
18 additional candidates planned for each
future class, which begin every 12-13
months at Oconee. Oconee is hiring 20-
25 new employees each year to feed the
operations pipeline. To accommodate the
focus on training for the future, Oconee
has broken ground on a second simulator.
The new simulator will allow for larger
classes, and will be operational by early
2010.

While employees contribute
everyday to the safe and reliable
operation of Oconee, their commitment
to serve the community is remarkable.
Oconee employees serve as elected
officials, members of government boards,
volunteer fire and rescue squads, non-
profit boards of directors, tutors, sports
coaches and provide counsel to those in
need. Their willingness to give financially
or with their talents demonstrates their
community commitment.

Since 2000, Oconee nuclear station
employees and the corporation have
contributed more than 2.5 million dollars
to the local United Way chapters. In
addition to United Way contributions,
employees have arenewed commitment to
take advantage of a company benefit that
provides each employee $2,000 annually
to make their communities better. This
monetary benefit requires employees
to plan a community improvement
project and provide “sweat equity” to the
community. In 2007, Oconee employees
received  $32,000 for community
improvement or leadership projects.

Investment at Oconee is more than
equipment, components and control.
Investment in the plant, people and
community is a necessity to success in
the future. At 35, the station is younger
than ever before, and positioned for
excellence.
